The month of May is MOTHER’S celebration. What do you think of when you use the word MOTHER?  

I have been reading bits and pieces of a book given to me titled “God’s Wisdom  
For Mothers”. I would like to share some of the words I’ve read and my thoughts 
that came to mind of my MOTHER. 

God’s Wisdom is needed in every MOTHER’S life…. This statement is very true.  
My mother was very wise (very knowledgeable) to all of the things her children were  
doing that wasn’t allowed; like taking short cuts in our chores. It was like she just knew  
what we were contemplating on doing, before we’d did it. She’d remind us to take our  
time and do are chores right. I asked myself so many times, “How does she do that?” 

The Crown of an Excellent MOTHER Is of Great Value…. I found in Proverbs 31:24-28 you’ll find a sentence that 
reads, “She watches over the ways of her household.” This statement is very true also about my MOTHER. My moth-
er held a high regard for her household. You would never find it dirty or things out of place but these are just visuals. 
Her family was her household, her home, her heart. She provided us with direction, counsel, firmness, warmth, laugh-
ter, tears and above all the greatest love. This was how she watched over her household. 

God’s Wisdom with Children Requires Daily Instruction…. I love the words “Foolishness is bound up in the heart of a 
child; the rod of correction will drive it far from him.” Oh how this was true in my life. I think foolishness steps in a 
child’s mind even a teen’s mind and takes over. When I ran away from home (at the young age of 14) and thought it 
would be great if my friend and I would try and get as far away as we could should have been when the “rod” smacked 
me in the face. And well now as I’m writing this maybe it did; when we were pulled off the Grey Hound Bus in Chica-
go and escorted so kindly to the police station and then was so graciously checked into their Ritz Carlton for a day 
stay as our parents came to pick us up. What a nightmare that was. Now my parents wasn’t able to come and retrieve 
their wandering child but instead my friends did. By the time I was in view of my parents my father was stern and my 
MOTHER was trying to be, but, I think way down deep inside she was so happy to see me and knew I had already 
been through enough and I think secretively she knew that her “rod” corrected me before I even returned home.   

God Teaches a MOTHER to Walk in His Word by Praying for His Will…. My MOTHER’S “will” was strong as she 
raised her family. We tested her in so many ways your minds can’t even imagine some of the ways. I remember test-
ing her when my sister and I would do dishes and we’d start to bicker she generally kept the faith that we’d get be-
yond ourselves and work it out. And we did. I believe her biggest faith challenge was with my older brother who 
brought joy, pain, destruction and a sense of loss. But she stood STRONG and never faltered from HIS WILL. I love 
my MOTHER for that.    

God Teaches a MOTHER how to Trust Him Completely…. The first sentence in Psalm 121:5 says, “The Lord is your 
keeper; the Lord is your shade at your right hand.” I believe the Lord was most definitely my MOTHER’S shade. She 
is a MOTHER of four; a farmer’s wife, a wife. She is a teacher, protector, filled with passion and always knew her di-
rection. She raised her children, held a full time job, return to her homestead at the end of the day prepared dinner, ate 
with her family and went out and worked into the night in the fields along side her husband. She never batted an eye, 
never complained and if she did you never knew it. And when the daylight came around again she’d get up and do it 
all over again.  

As a teen I went through my stages of wrong and bad choices. I wonder why when I had the best teacher God could 
of sent to me, my MOTHER. Now in the teen life of mine I remember saying, “Well that’s not fair”, or “When I grow 
up I’ll never do that to my kid.” But it is so funny how life comes full CIRCLE. Mine has, I don’t think it is complete 
but it most definitely is when it comes to my MOTHER; because I’m just like her and very PROUD of it and yes I do 
and say those things I said I wouldn’t.  

Our Heavenly Father is so much fun he was probably smiling from ear to ear as I grew up and sees me now. I’m smil-
ing too. I LOVE my MOTHER God gave to me and am so blessed she is in my life. So on MOTHER’S  
Day and everyday let your MOTHER know how thankful you are that she is your teacher, for the  
direction she is directing you, for counseling you, for being firm, her warmth, for all the laughter, for the 
tears she has shared and above it all HER LOVE!!

Set a time-You must find the right time. It should be your very best time. Don't give the Lord your leftovers. And don't try to find time - make time, and 
make it a priority. Also find time early in the day. Psalm 5:3 says, “„ in the morning will I direct my prayer unto Thee, and will look up.” You don't 
take the trip and then read the map, do you? Spend time alone with God to begin your day. 
Be ready First, be physically alert. Find a time when the cobwebs are out of your mind and you can think clearly. Second, be mentally aware. Be fo-
cused, and know He's there. Emotion doesn't really have all that much to do with it. And third, be morally pure and clean. Some people don't have a 
quiet time because they feel uncomfortable looking God in the face with sin in their lives.  
ŅŪũ°ů ŢŠů şŤŮůŭŜŞůŠş-Find a place where you can focus. Jesus said enter into your closet and pray (see Matthew 6:6). That simply means find a place 
of isolation where you can shut the door on the world and open the windows to heaven. 
Get still and quiet. The Bible says in Psalm 46:10, “Be still, and know that I am God.” Focus your mind on Him. Calm down, relax, and recognize 
His presence.  
Get into the Word of God. Read the Bible for quality and not quantity. It's good to have a goal to read the Bible through in a year, or a similar goal; 
but that's not the purpose of your quiet time 
Record what God has given you. Write down what God says to you and what He tells you to do. It doesn't have to be flowery. You're not writing it for 
publication or to impress other people.  
Pray. When you pray, pour out your soul. Be natural and honest with God. Tell Him how you feel. Pray out loud. It keeps your mind on track and 
enables you to stay focused.
