                                 The inescapable spiritual need each of us has is the need to sign the death certificate of our sin nature. I must take my  
                                                  emotional opinions and intellectual beliefs and be willing to turn them into a moral verdict against the nature of sin; that  
                                                  is, against any claim I have to my right to myself. Paul said, òI have been crucified with Christ . . . .ó He did not say, òI have  
                                                  made a determination to imitate Jesus Christ,ó or, òI will really make an effort to follow Himó-but-óI have been identified 
with Him in His death.ó Once I reach this moral decision and act on it, all that Christ accomplished for me on the Cross is accomplished in me. My unre-
strained commitment of myself to God gives the Holy Spirit the opportunity to grant to me the holiness of Jesus Christ.ò. . . it is no longer I who live . . . ó  
My individuality remains, but my primary motivation for living and the nature that rules me are radically changed. I have the same human body, but the  
old satanic right to myself has been destroyed.ò. . . and the life which I now live in the flesh,ó not the life which I long to live or even pray that I live, but  
the life I now live in my mortal flesh-the life which others can see, òI live by faith in the Son of God . . . .ó This faith was not Paulõs own faith in Jesus 
Christ, but the faith the Son God had given to him (see Ephesians 2:8). It is no longer a faith in faith, but a faith that transcends all imaginable limits-a 
faith that comes only from the Son of God.

Enter in, to Praise and to Serve 
 

Psalm 100 
Make a joyful shout to the LORD, all you lands! Serve the LORD with gladness; Come before His pres-
ence with singing. Know that the LORD, He is God; It is He who has made us, and not we ourselves; We 
are His people and the sheep of His pasture. Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, And into His 
courts with praise. Be thankful to Him, and bless His name. For the LORD is good; His mercy is ever-
lasting, And His truth endures to all generations. 

I really think this psalm speaks volumes about how and why we come together to worship God.  The psalmist says come with singing, enter with thanks-
giving, and enter with praise.  Often times though we enter in looking for what we can get from God.  The music begins to be not so much for God, but for 
us.  Is it the right tempo, is it too loud, to soft, are the right instruments being used.  We sometimes come to church with the expectations that we are 
going to be served how we want to be served, but the psalmist says Serve the Lord.  Not only does he say serve the Lord but he qualifies it by saying 
serve the Lord with gladness.  I want to encourage each of you to consider how you enter into His gates.  Do we enter in to Praise and to Serve, or do we 
enter in to be served. 

The Worship Ministry is comprised of many different teams which help make Sunday services flow with little to no distractions.  We have a Cares team 
lead by Reuben Garcia that helps with greeting, ushering, and communion.  We have a Lay Team lead by Fred Woods that helps do the Communion and 
Offering devotionals.
