And isnét it 

ironic how the media presents us with ænewç norms and fresh 

thinking to keep us up to date and relevant?

Many kids live in a home with only one parent 
who is a believer. Or maybe neither of them are. 
Maybe their parents are divorced or remarried, or 
maybe they donôt even live with their parents. 

Most people would say that this is a recipe for 
failure. Broken homes or divided homes usually lead 
to trouble for teens. 

But they don't have to. If you passionately 
pursue a relationship with God, nothing can stop itð
not even a divorce, an unbelieving father or mother, 
or a culture that screams against you. 

Some of the strongest believers come from 
brutally troubled homes, with parents who hate God 
and live outside of His Will. And some people have 
grown up in a Christian home and yet they abandon 
the faith. 

Do you want to know the truth? Every single 
person who lives will stand before God on their own 
account. So, you can't blame Mom or Dad or Brother 
or Sister for your lack of faith.  But you can make a 
choice to follow God. 

Timothy from the bible is a good role model 
for us to follow. Despite his circumstances he 
became a strong Christian who impacted the people 
around him for God. 

He found a mentor in the Paul the 
Apostle. Paul was a wise, older believer who took 
Timothy and became a second father to him. Maybe 
you don't have a believing father in your life. That's 
toughðbut God can bring someone who can fill the 
void. 

Timothy didn't buy the lie that his life was 
destined for failure. Kids who grow up in troubled 
homes often feel that they are destined for failure. A 
lot of young people  are often told by their parents, 
"You're going to end up just like your Dad." Or 
"You're going to end up in jail." Or, "You know that 
we never wanted you in the first place." 

Stinging, hurtful words. But false words. 
Untrue words. Don't believe the lies. God can take 
your life and make it into something beautiful. 
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
