Do you have difficulty forgiving others? 

For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your 
heavenly Father will also forgive you.  But if you do 
not forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive 
your sins.  Matthew 6:14,15 

Instead of forgiveness, often times our human nature  de-
sires justice and vengeance on those who have hurt us.  
Forgiving others is just not that easy for a lot of believers.  
Yet God has called us to forgive those who have sinned 
against us, so let’s take a brief look at this common issue.  

 First of all, un-forgiveness is detrimental to our wellbe-
ing.  Anger that is  not properly dealt with keeps popping 
up from the past.  Have you ever felt anger from a present 
situation triggering memories  of past situations or people, 
things that happened 6 months, 2 years or maybe 25 years 
ago?  These recurring memories haunt us, painful remind-
ers of past events that are long forgotten by everyone but 
me.   Or maybe you are a scorecard person, keeping track 
of wrongs done to you by everyone in your life?  All of 
this takes a considerable amount of emotional energy to 
control, and sometimes just the littlest comment can set us 
off on a course that we regret later. 

So we need to see that God’s command for us to forgive 
others mainly benefits us.  After all, the person we are 
carrying the grudge against is probably not at all affected 
by our feelings, and most likely has long forgotten the is-
sue. 

So how do we get there?  Forgiveness is foremost a deci-
sion.  It is a decision to obey God, I choose to forgive 
_____.   Not because the person you are forgiving is nec-
essarily deserving but simply because you love God and 
want to obey Him.  When I first did this, my emotions 
were not aligned with my decision to forgive.  So I had to 
pray each day that God would align my emotions with my 
decision to forgive.  This did not happen overnight, but 
after praying this prayer for about a month it did happen.  
I was set free from un-forgiveness.  And once I learned 
how to truly forgive, forgetting followed as well. 

Now, I can honestly pray for God to bless my enemies, 
those who have deeply hurt me, and it is a joy to be free to 
obey God!  So if the Son sets you free, you will be free 
indeed.  John 8:36

Have you ever had those days, weeks, months, where you just feel like 
you’ve been a punching bag for a heavyweight boxer.  Maybe it’s be-
cause of things others have done to you, and maybe it’s because you’ve 
fallen again and you just wonder when it’s going to stop.  Many Godly 
men in the scriptures have been through this same feeling from Job to 
David, to Paul.  In 2 Corinthians 12:8-9, we see that Paul pleaded with 
the Lord to take away the thorn in the flesh, but Jesus tells Paul, “My 
grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weak-
ness.”  WOW! What a wonderful promise from Jesus.  His grace is suf-
ficient!  There is no work, no thing, you can do to earn God’s love be-
cause His grace is sufficient.  His grace is all you need, “for it is by 
grace you have been saved through faith, and not of yourself but it is the 
gift of God, not of works lest anyone should boast” Ephesians 2:8-9.
